She has published articles in a number of journals and served as the editor of the Chicago Genealogical Society’s newsletter from 2002 to 2007. She is a member of several societies, including the Association of Professional Genealogists, and International Society of Family History Writers and Editors. She holds a Bachelor of Arts [History] from the University of Illinois, Chicago and a second-year certificate from the University of Chicago's publishing program. 

Lloyd deWitt Bockstruck is a nationally known, professional genealogist, educator, librarian, author and columnist. From 1979-2009, he served as the Supervisor of the Genealogy Section of the Dallas Public Library. He wrote a popular weekly "Family Tree" column for The Dallas Morning News from 1991 to 2008 and is a contributing writer to the Eastman Online Genealogy Newsletter. Lloyd has served on the faculty of the Institute of Genealogy and Historical Research (IGHR) at Samford University, and also taught at the Genealogical Institute of Mid-America at the University of Illinois. 

Billie Stone Fogarty is a veteran genealogical researcher with over 30 years of experience in numerous archives, libraries, and courthouses across America. She is a professional genealogist and genealogical research instructor. She is President of the Genealogical Speakers Guild and serves on the Board of Directors of the Association of Professional Genealogists.

Jennifer Holik is a professional genealogical researcher, educator and author and the owner of Generations (genealogical research). She has been researching her family history for 15 years, uncovering the life stories of her ancestors. She authors several blogs including, Chicago Family History, Genealogy for Kids and Family History Research. Her book To Soar with Tigers, about Flying Tiger Robert Brouk, was published in early 2011.
